There are multiple intake vents and exhaust vents on back of each cabinet. The 
cabinets include internal thermostats to turn the fans ON once it reaches 100°F. 
In order to keep the led display at nominal temperature, adequate ventilation is 
required. 

VENTILATION
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1.Improper ventilation will dramatically reduce the life of led display, and may 
VOID the manufacturer’s warranty. 
2.DO NOT restrict air flow around the back of the cabinets.
3.Anti-vandalism cover is NOT suggested. Make sure of adequate ventilation 
when apply anti-vandalism cover to display side.

When installing into a recessed structure, you 
must provide minimum of 3" ventilation clear-
ances to allow cool air to be circulated.

1.When installing shrouds, we recommend using perfo-
rated aluminum. Multiple vents may be used. 
2.DO NOT use non-perforated sheets to cover the sides 
of the led display. This will obstruct the air flow, which 
can damage the electronic components.
